· 1/4” Luan Plywood for corners

· Tape Measure (Self-centering is optional)

· Dust Mask or Face Respirator

· Safety Goggles

· Wood Glue

· Ear Plugs

· 1” Brad Nails or Finish Nails

· Hammer or Nail Gun and Compressor

· Combination Square

· No. 2 Pencil

· Chop Saw or Miter Box and hand miter-saw

· Biscuit Jointer and Wood Wafers/Biscuits

· Sheet Rock Screws 1 1/2” and 3 1/2”
